	2. How the school identifies Children with send

	School use the Oxfordshire SEND descriptors to identify children with SEND.  The four areas of SEND are Communication and Interactions Needs, Cognition and Learning Needs, Social Emotional and Mental Health Needs and Sensory and Physical Needs.  
The Headteacher, Class teachers and the SENCO meet regularly to monitor children who may need additional support or who are identified as having gaps in their learning. The SENCO meets with the SEND Governor 3 x per year to discuss SEND children, their needs and progress.  Early Years baseline assessments are carried out during the first six weeks for all Foundation Stage children so that early identification of SEN is ensured. Class teachers assess and monitor progress for all pupils termly and progress is recorded on Pupil Asset and the Interactive Learning Diaries. Learning Plans and individual provision are entered onto the Edukey system and is accessed, monitored and updated regularly by teachers and the SENCO.  The Headteacher, SENCO and Class teachers meet regularly to set targets, assess progress and monitor interventions. Targets are discussed and agreed with parents for all SEND children.


	3. Interventions and Progress made by pupils with SEND

	SEND children at our school make good progress.  A range of interventions are in place to support them.
In the Foundation Stage, Children work in small groups or one-to-one to ensure good progress in language development, Social and Emotional Development, phonics, literacy and mathematical development.  During the Covid Lockdown, teachers maintained a good level of online provision to maintain progress in all areas  One child has been referred to the Speech & Language therapist for support. In response to the effect of the lengthy Covid lockdown and following diagnostic assessment (using the Renfrew test), interventions to support language development and social skills are planned for children who need it. Further TA support will be re-directed to support this initiative for 3 mornings per week. 
In Key Stage 1, interventions include: Precision teaching of key words (children learn to read the common exception words by daily practice with a TA), Small group interventions for phonics using Read, Write, Inc.,  1:1 reading daily with a TA for children identified as making slower progress, Daily Maths intervention (Plus 1 Scheme) for 6 Year 1/2 children to support progress with Number and calculations.
In lower KS2 interventions led by the TA support children with writing and phonics.  There is a daily Rapid Readers intervention which has proved very successful in helping 7 children make accelerated progress.  Catch-up programmes for writing and maths (Using Rapid Writing and Rapid Maths) were delivered by class teachers in the Autumn, Spring and Summer terms.
Interventions in upper KS2 include:  Precision teaching of common exception words (5 children), Plus 2 Maths intervention to develop number confidence and recall (5 children),  Guided reading and 1:1 reading with an adult to develop reading speed and inference skills. A TA supports the Class Teacher in the delivery of small group interventions and quality first teaching of core subjects.
Transition to secondary school for SEND/SEMH children is co-ordinated carefully.  The SENCO and class teacher liaise with the Heads of year 7 and pastoral support staff about all children.  Extra visits to their new schools for children with additional needs help to ease transition.  

In addition, the school supports children across the school with a range of additional needs (these may include Social, Emotional or Mental Health needs).  Sarah Saxby, our Family Support Worker, offers play therapy and nurture sessions to children who need it (currently, 8 children across the school from Foundation Stage up to Year 6).


	4. Update on the school’s implementation of the SEND system

	The school is currently in receipt of “top-up” funding for two children –  both  in KS1.  This funding lasts for one year initially and may be granted for a maximum of 2 years.  The amount allocated is £4,348.50 per child each year. Further additional funding is expected for September 2022 for a child in Y3 with moderate learning difficulties.
We have 4 pupils with an EHCP (Education and Health Plan) with one further EHCP assessment currently with OCC for approval.
Two children are awaiting support from CAMHS (Children and Adolescent Mental Health Service). The current waiting list, following the Covid Crisis, is now more than 2 years.
Early Help Assessments are in place for 10 children/5 families
There are 6 full-time and part-time teaching assistants in School, supporting children in intervention groups and  providing general classroom support to teachers. Another 3 full-time members of support staff will join the school in September 2022.
The SEND Governor meets termly with the SENCO to discuss strategies for SEND, current interventions in place and the effectiveness of provision for individual children. The SEND Governor offers support to the SENCO and is the Y1/2 link Governor.
All staff use the Edukey electronic Provision Mapping system to access learning plans and provision maps.  Teachers update plans and discuss progress of SEND children at weekly staff meetings.
